My first encounter with the British Automotive
Industry was around 1963. | had the opportunity to
buy my first car. So off | went looking, my eyes
settled on a choice of either a Austin Healey Sprite
or a Triumph TR-2.

There were three different engines completely taken
apart and mixed parts from different British cars.
