My first “Big Healey” adventure...just another stop
on the way to...???

| am certain that | am like most people that
are into LBC's; | can trace the start of the obsession

(or disease as it were) to a particular time and place.

Even now, the day is as clear to me as it was 42
years ago, and though it took a period of time
before | owned my first LBC (a red ‘74 RWA Midget)
after college, the seeds had been planted
nonetheless.

| was 8 and, growing up in rural Kansas,
wasn’t exposed to the same things people closer to
the coasts or in larger cities were. My hometown of
1500 people didn’t offer too many opportunities to
experience the outside world. That all changed one
day when, walking down an alley behind a local
insurance agents’ house, | was stopped in my tracks
by his PAIR of Series 1 ‘E’-Types in his backyard
garage. The roadster was burgundy, and the coupe
was primrose yellow. Perfect. The cars at the time
would have been 10 - 12 years old. I'll never forget
that moment. Talk about stunning. It was at this
instant that | decided that | wanted to own one of
these beautiful Jaguars someday. Time passed and
after college my first opportunity to learn about
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understatement. But having learned a lot by buying
parts online, | purchased it on eBay, had it shipped
here, and began the next stop on my education on
all things SU, Lucas & Morris Garages.

| never forgot about those XKE’s mind you, |
was just temporarily diverted due to the crazy
money ‘E’-Types were commanding then (and still),
and being a teacher, | would have to work my way
up through increasingly valuable cars to afford that
eventual ‘barn find’ Jag. | finished the TF 1500,
expanding my experience into paint, Ash
woodworking and some minor fabrication. |
enjoyed it for a few years, and when it was singing
along at full chat (an 1800 cc MG-B engine and OD
gearbox make these cars FLY), off it went to Boston
with my profit in hand. Looking for the next project
to continue the pursuit of my desired Series 1, |
returned to eBay and stumbled onto a Healey 100-6,
named the “Handsome Brute” by its former 37-year
long owner from New York. | love the look of a big
Healey almost as much as the Jag, and | actually
prefer an early 100-6 instead of the more popular
late 3000’s because | like the look with the hidden
hood, the minimal interior that screams ‘true’ sports
car, the very early Longbridge cars’ unique design
and fitment details the other big Healey’s don’t
have, and the fact that Donald Healey himself ran a
100-6 prototype right here at Bonneville setting 28
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speed records. There was a kind of “Utah” past with
these early cars, and the price seemed fair.
Teaching at Bingham HS in the south valley and the
car being from Binghamton NY, | saw it as a sign so |
picked up the 100-6 and had it shipped here to get a
closer look.
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Three words - East. Coast. Car. Enough to
send shivers down the spines of most sane car
buffs...but unfortunately not me. As a teacher | can
only participate in this crazy hobby because | do
most of my own work and | am not afraid to buy
cars that “need a little work” and are a cheaper
because of it. | was seeing what the Healey COULD
be, and being a life-long learner and one not scared
by much, (and not willing to tell the wife what | had
gotten into), | began by a complete teardown to the
chassis and bulkheads. It was as you read about
these cars; everything was a hot rusty mess; inner
sills, outer rockers, dog legs, boot floor, cockpit
floor, rear heel board, bottom of rear shroud, foot
wells, the bottom 8 inches of every fender and door,
bad door gaps and body lines, and countless places
needing a patch of some sort. Even stuff in the
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engine compartment like the right side pedal box
and support that should have had its generous coat
of oil was in need of repair panels. It had even been
in a right front “misadventure” that required some
23 hours on the frame table before | really got
started. The only saving grace (besides heavy
drinking), was that the chassis (minus the frame pull
on the corner) was in great condition from the past
37 years in a garage off the road. The former owner
had only driven about 500 miles a year since
purchased it in 1976. No Swiss cheese holes on the
top of the box frame, just good metal and quite
straight. All the rust and damage to the outer
panels had happened before he had bought it and
all he did with the car was enjoy it during his
stewardship. The “fun”, and the diversion of my
spouse from the checkbook, began.

Parts were sourced, lots of missing, unique
“Longbridge” pieces made of unobtainium were
eventually found on eBay, and using many great
online sources like the Austin Healey Experience,
Moss Motors, AH Spares, British Car Specialists,
British Wiringand Healey Surgeorns name just a
few, helped me plug along and answer the myriad
of questions these cars and their unique
construction asks of one. Many online were happy
to share measurements, pics, tricks, and their
experiences and pushed me forward when | was
tired of the fight and helped me through many
potential pitfalls. On this project, and with the help
of the others, | taught myself to weld, to REALLY
fabricate and work metal, to prep enough to be able
to paint a car black, and then shoot the black duo-
tone myself. | learned more on this 3 % year project
than on the last two cars combined. | now have a
sense of confidence about these British cars | always
wanted, and have gained a solid knowledge of the
early Healey 100-6’s and their history. Oh, and | met
some really great people along the way. Those who
have done a big Healey before, or any LBC for that
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matter, know exactly what I’'m talking about. These
are unique and special machines and require much

from their owners, which we are all happy to give in
return —it’s part of the attraction, at least for me.
